Meeting called to order by Allen Blancett at 7:10 pm 

  
1. Opening prayer by Roxanne Turnipseed 

 
2. Review  and approval of agenda for tonight’s mee ting 

Two changes to agenda:  (a) In-depth review of AP program (item 7a below) will not be covered tonight pending receipt of more 
sufficient data and (b) Sam Turnipseed will present additional information regarding a grant proposal to Rotary Club requesting 
assistance with purchase of HAF vehicle ( item 6a below) 
 

3. Approval of Minutes of February 2009 meeting 
 

4. Treasurer’s Report—Tommy  See Attachment #1 
a.  Financial statement through February month-end   

1.  Total cash on hand—approximately the same as at Jan. month-end; no significant donations this period 
2.  Unrestricted and designated funds available—continue to have limited undesignated funds  
3.  Cash flow—historical comparison 

b.   Issues needing attention—i.e.  BanPais 
 There continue to be problems electronically accessing accounts and conducting online transactions between HAF and the 

Quimistan bank as a result of the newly converted bank system that requires all transactions to be handled through the bank 
offices in San Pedro Sula effective February 2009.  Roxanne has agreed to initially meet with Service Manager Suyapa 
Sanchez at the bank in Quimistan to follow-up on this issue during the March trip, and Tommy Thompson will address this 
once he arrives.   

 
5. Committee Reports--questions, motions, actions, issues only 

 
a. President--Allen  See Attachment #2 

Allen read the resignation letter from HAF Board member Richard Mullenax and stated that a follow-up letter acknowledging 
his request had been sent.  The board will continue to seek other representatives from the Starkville church who are interested 
in serving on the Board of Directors and pursue ways to foster joint participation with them for meetings and planning 
purposes.   
 

b. Nominating—Ed 
The committee nominated Karen Livingston as candidate to succeed Roxanne Turnipseed for the position of Board secretary.  
The board voted in favor of naming Karen Livingston as secretary effective with tonight’s meeting. 
 

c. Finance—Tommy— No further report 
 

d. Awareness and Development—Bill/Roxanne  See Attachment #3 
Public Relations:  Bill Bengtson addressed the need for feedback and input for the monthly newsletters being sent to area 
churches.  Currently only about 7 or 8 churches receive this letter, and we discussed the need to increase that number to 
include the other churches whose members have recently participated on mission trips.  George Dewhirst agreed to follow up 
with two individuals from the Jan. team to obtain necessary church contact information.  Bill agreed to forward the list of all of 
the churches currently on the distribution list to the secretary.  
 
Website Redesign:  Roxanne reported on the current status of the website redesign process and mentioned that she is 
awaiting input from several individuals before the process can move forward.  She hopes to receive all input by the end of the 
month.  Four areas of question related to the content of the website were presented and the votes recorded as follows:  
 1.  Do we want to include the minutes from each board meeting on the website?  Yes (4-2) 
 2.  Should we be using first names and last initials only to prevent identity theft issues?  The question was modified 
 from its original form and the vote was 7-0 in favor of continuing our practice of using complete names. 
 3.  What about those who included their email address?  Do you want it on the website? Yes              



 4.  Do we want the officers mentioned by name in the “contact us” section of just list President, VP, etc.? List only 
 officer titles and let the webmaster forward emails to the appropriate individuals. 
 

e. Construction--Jerry  See Attachment #4 
We are moving forward on plans to begin construction on a single classroom and cafeteria facility in Santa Clara pending 
receipt of expected $10,000 designated funds from FPC Starkville by May.  Although the original proposal called for 
construction of two classrooms and a cafeteria, the projected cost was above the budgeted amount, so plans were modified to 
include one classroom and cafeteria with the possibility of expansion at a later date.  Updated plans given to George Dewhirst 
during the Jan. mission trip will be submitted to Jerry for review.  The goal is to have the summer mission teams work on this 
project and finish at least one, if not both parts of the project by the end of the summer. 

 
       Motion  – HAF build a kindergarten and cafeteria in Santa C lara, project cost to be within the donated funds.  
 Construction Committee will coordinate with approp riate personnel to obtain the necessary estimates a nd 
 schedule.  Motion passed. 
 

Side note:  Due to the recent death of Commissioner Pena, who had been overseeing our construction project of the tin roofs 
for Aldea Nueva, Roxanne will be delivering a note to the Quimistan municipality during the March trip requesting the contact 
information for the individual who will now assume oversight of that project.  In addition, members of the March team will 
determine the exact location of the materials that had been previously purchased for this project. 

 
f. Medical--June  See Attachment #5 

Baby Moises Update:  Maynor accompanied Baby Moises and his mother to the doctor visit in SPS Monday, Mar. 16 to obtain 
medical records and get information regarding future medical plans for Baby Moises.  The doctor would not release records to 
Maynor and the mother, but agreed to submit a medical summary to Maynor in the next few days delineating the 
recommended procedures and care to follow.  The doctor recommended that Baby Moises receive the surgery to repair his 
cleft palate, but this requires the approval of the cardiologist, who was not present at the appointment Monday.  We will await 
feedback from a future cardiologist visit to determine if surgery will be performed and what the associated ancillary charges will 
be for such a procedure. 
 
Medical costs:  Due to the increasing costs of HAF sponsored medical care, we are continuing to pursue ways to cut costs for 
medications and promote a variety of fundraising initiatives to support these rising costs. 
 

g. Evangelism and Nurture--Karen/Roxanne  See Attachment #6 
Outreach Opportunities:  The committee will continue to identify possible evangelistic opportunities and partnerships with local 
churches during the March trip.  Of concern was whether and how to partner with the MPA church for our summer evangelistic 
outreach projects.  After some discussion over methods and timing to approach church leaders about possible partnership, the 
following motions were made and voted on:  
 1.  Motion—Do not approach MPA at this time.  Motion did not pass. 
 2.  Motion—Have HAF President submit a written letter (via email)  to the MPA Board  to ascertain whether they are 
 willing and interested in partnering with any  of our summer mission teams for evangelistic related events.  Motion  
 passed.  (One specific suggestion is to incorporate a Salvation Bracelet themed outreach similar to that used during 
 the Jan. VBS program.) 
 
Committee Chair:  At the previous meeting of the committee, Karen Livingston had volunteered to be the committee chair, but 
in light of her new position as HAF secretary and after consultation with Roxanne Turnipseed, she asked to have her name 
withdrawn from consideration for the position of  committee chair.  Roxanne has agreed to step in as chair of this committee. 
 

h. Travel--Roxanne  See Attachment #7 
Transportation Needs:  Roxanne reiterated the need for transportation assistance for the summer teams as listed on the 
 Travel Report.  
 
AAA Travel Assistance:  Roxanne and Ken reported that the use of AAA Travel for arranging mission trip travel does not 
appear to be cost effective as they charge $30 per ticket for their services. 
 
Travel date adjustments:  The late July trip is now scheduled for July 28-Aug. 7 although no specific details have been given 
for this trip.  Anne Buffington is coordinating this trip for the FPC Starkville group. 
 

i. Fundraising--Ken  See Attachment #8 
Cookbooks:  Ken brought samples he received from Morris Press, but he is still awaiting others. 
 



Fundraising Letter to Supporters:  South Aiken Presbyterian Church as agreed to let us print the letters in color for $0.04/page 
if we supply the paper.  Ken and June are hoping to get these letters printed and mailed out by the end of the month. 
 
Home Tour:  The official motion proposed in the monthly report was withdrawn.  In its place, a request was made for all board 
members to solicit their church families to identify homes that could be included in a home tour in mid-October.  The plans for 
the home tour would involve charging a small fee for admittance, providing refreshments for visitors, and perhaps providing 
raffle tickets for donated items.  
 
Cindy Summers Concert:  Cindy is a famous impersonator of Judy Garland, Patsy Cline, and Karen Carpenter.  Informational 
materials were passed around.   Ken is gaining necessary information to determine whether to pursue this option.  
 
Holley Heating and Air Contest:  We were reminded to participate in the monthly contest by this local business. 
 

j. AP--Ken  See Attachment #9 
Child Sponsorships:  As an update to the report sent out on Mar. 14, there is now only one child in need of a sponsor as the 
Blohms agreed to sponsor one of the three children listed and Sam Turnipseed’s Sunday school class agreed to sponsor one 
of the other children.  
 
Rosetta Stone Software:  The Blohms discovered that the software that was recently purchased to help the students and staff 
in Honduras learn English came with all of its instructions in English,  thus complicating use by those who currently speak only 
Spanish.  Ken and June are currently determining how to overcome this issue and make the program user friendly, hopefully in 
time to send the software down with the dental team.   
 

k. QVS—Sam  No report 
 

l. Special Committee on Justa stove construction—Georg e 
George reported that the organization from Tegucigalpa (AHDESA) that had previously agreed to assist with the building of 
and training for the first Justa stove in Santa Clara this spring has now stated that they require a “contract” to do this work.  It is 
unclear exactly what this all means, but George Dewhirst will continue to follow up on this to understand more.  Recently, three 
members of the Santa Clara community revisited the site of the prototype Justa stove in the nearby community of Chinda to 
take more pictures and better document the construction details.  The March mission team will take down copies of pictures 
obtained during the January trip along with 2 copies each of the English and Spanish instruction manuals needed to construct 
this type of stove for review. 

 
6. Unfinished Business 

a. Vehicle procurement for HAF—George 
Beaufort Dealer:  George is awaiting a response from the dealer in Beaufort regarding whether they can provide any 
assistance to the foundation in the way of a vehicle.  George’s current proposal is to find a way to partner with a local 
Honduran car dealer (Toyota, etc.) to obtain a vehicle that is designed for Honduras and can be easily maintained locally. 
 
Rotary Proposal:  After consulting with Lynn Shepherd from the local Rotary Club, Sam Turnipseed has drafted a proposal to 
submit to three area Rotary Clubs requesting their assistance to provide funding for a 4WD vehicle for use by the Foundation 
in Honduras.  In his proposal, he has presented details of the Foundation’s history and current outreach in the Quimistan 
Valley.  To be considered, this proposed project would require the oversight of three members of the Honduran Rotary Club 
located in SPS.  At this point, the proposal would be up for consideration a year from now, but Sam thinks it might be possible 
to expedite this process through the Honduran office. 
 

b. Development of Integrated Plan—Allen 
Allen and George Sewell are continuing to work on this plan and hope to have it in a workable format for the April BOD 
meeting.  They will be working closely with George Dewhirst as the Mission Trip Planning Coordinator. 

 
7. New Business—Proposed future actions 

a. In-Depth Review – AP Program--Ken & June— postponed pending receipt of more information 
 

b. Mission Trip Planning—George 
George is continuing to develop in-depth plans for the summer mission teams as he receives the feedback from the various 
committees.  He submitted sample agendas for each of the summer teams for review and input, and will be adjusting them as 
more information is gathered from the March team and in the coming months.

--June provided updates to the dental trip plans as listed in the attachment. 
--Dr. Randy Shelley noted that Septodont, Inc.  provided a generous donation of local anesthetics, topical 
anesthetics, and needles for use by the dental team on this trip and subsequent dental trips.

--A kick-off meeting with team members will be held Wed, Mar. 25, with Allen Blancett providing background 
information about HAF. 
--Monthly meetings for team members are planned from now until departure. 
--Sunday, Mar. 29, Ken and June Blohm will be presenting a “Minute for Mission” during both A.M. church services to 
get the congregation engaged in the trip as both “goers” and “senders”

c. Mission Team Safety in Honduras—Allen 
In light of recent occurrences in Quimistan, the foundation is pursuing ways to insure the safety of our mission teams.  Sam 
Turnipseed will be discussing our concerns with some of our trusted individuals there during the March trip.  We want to be 
diligent as we plan and carry out activities to protect our team members from harm.  
 

d. Travel Coordinator—Allen 
The position of travel coordinator (chair of the travel committee) is now open and needs to be filled.  Board members were 
asked to submit names of individuals who might be willing to serve in this role.  This coordinator does not have to be a board 
member, but should be comfortable working with the computer, organizing data, and maintaining follow-up with mission team 
members.  It was recommended that this person be from the Aiken area to simplify the logistics of trip planning 
 

e. Board meeting location—rotation among churches—Ken 
After brief discussion, the directors agreed to rotate the location of the BOD meetings quarterly between the supporting 
churches to promote the visibility of the HAF and to help build relationships with church members.  We agreed to keep the 
meetings scheduled for 7 pm as before, but encouraged BOD members to participate in the church suppers beforehand, when 
possible, to allow opportunities to meet church members and share about the ministry in a casual atmosphere. 
 
The proposed schedule for meetings is: 

·  St. John’s United Methodist—April, May, June  (supper at 5-7 pm, $4/person, must contact office to sign up)  (Ed 
Norton) 

·  Trinity—July, Aug, Sept.  (Tommy Thompson) 
·  1st Presbyterian—Oct, Nov, Dec  (Ken Blohm) 

 Once the appropriate reservations have been made by the assigned individuals, the secretary will include the location details 
 with the monthly BOD meeting reminders.  

 
f. Delta business card for HAF travel—Ken 

Ken inquired about the possibility of obtaining a Delta Skymiles American Express card for the Foundation to use for mission 
expenses, airline reservations, etc.   He has agreed to follow-up with Delta to determine whether it is possible to get an 
account as an organization or must be in an individual’s name.  In addition, he will obtain information regarding the cost of the 
service and whether the card can be used for purchases in the Quimistan area. 
 

Final Remarks:  Roxanne expressed her appreciation for the opportunity she has been given to serve as HAF Secretary since 2002.  
She said she looked forward to moving on and following the Lord’s leading in ministering to the people of Honduras.  George Dewhirst, 
as founding president of HAF, also expressed gratitude for all that Roxanne has done over the years to help HAF get to where it is 
today.  He applauded her commitment, maturity, and gifts of service to the foundation.  All the board joined in to offer her applause.

HAF President’s Report:  3-17-2009 

 
Conduct of Board Meetings —I hear many complaints that our Board meetings are too long.  We can fix that if we want to.  I would like 
to test some things that might help: 
1.    Set a time for adjournment, hold to it, and modify our discussions to cover the essentials.  I propose that we set a 9:00 PM 

adjournment time in March, and make it happen.  Let’s see if we can do it. 
a. We don’t need to take Board time to review reports that have been sent to us several days in advance of the meeting.  Our 

discussions can begin with the expectation that each Director will have read the reports to prepare for the meeting.  We can 
hold discussion to questions, motions, actions, and issues to be resolved by the Board. 

b. If we can’t finish the agenda, we can decide to meet again to finish, or we can agree to continue until we finish.   
2. Develop, review, and agree to plans, assign to committees to implement the plans, and manage/oversee by exception.  This could 

put our planning on high beams instead of low beams.  I’ve asked Ken and June to begin such an approach by doing an in-depth 
review of the AP program this month.  This will be the time to grill the committee, get the concerns on the table and resolved, and 
get Board buy-in.  Once the Board agrees to the plan, I would expect the committee to carry out the plan until it’s brought up to the 
Board again for revision and approval.  Any of us could request the committee to come back at any time, but we could also allow 
them to do what they were asked to do without interference. 

3. Expect and allow our committees to carry out decisions of the Board and issue regular status reports without need for frequent 
discussion and bickering.  I would be comfortable doing this, as long as the committees involving major expenditures and mission 
trip planning are functioning and reporting routinely with at least three members on each committee.  Given the financial squeeze 
this year, I will be looking for committee chairs to include information about year-to-date expenditures compared with budgeted 
amounts.  Diligence in status reporting would be crucial to keep the Board informed.  We can communicate via e-mail so we don’t 
need to review every little item in the Board meetings. 

Registration of HAF as an NGO in Honduras —The three key documents have been translated (Bylaws, Notification from the state 
that we are a 501(C)(3) entity, and notification from IRS of our change of name).  The translations are being reviewed for accuracy and 
clarity.  The next step is to submit the documents to the Honduran Consulate in Atlanta to be notarized.  The notarized documents will 
then be sent to Dr. Pas, the attorney in Honduras, who has offered to walk them through them through the Honduran legal process for 
registration.  We will then be recognized as a fully qualified NGO in Honduras. 
 
OASIS Ministry NGO —Suyapa Perdomo has been notified that the Honduran government has received the documentation required 
for acceptance of Ministerio Cristiano “OASIS” Juvenil as a non-governmental organization.  Dr. Paz advises that the NGO is 
considered to be functioning, in the same manner as SCPAF functioned for a few years before being officially recognized as a 
501(C)(3) entity. 
 
Travel Coordinator Needed —In view of Roxanne’s completion of an extra three months service as Secretary and travel coordinator at 
the special request of the Board, and her plans to spend more time in Honduras this year, we will need a Travel Coordinator to pick up 
the tasks she has handled largely behind the scenes for years.  This will not be one of the responsibilities of our new secretary. 
 
Resignation of HAF Director from Starkville —A letter requesting resignation from the Board was received from Richard Mullenax, 
who has served as our Director from Starkville.  His request was accepted with regret.  We will work with Starkville supporters to 
identify a candidate to serve as Richard’s successor. 
 
Closer Integration With Starkville —Earlier attempts to facilitate participation in Board meetings by Starkville director(s) via 
speakerphone were not successful.  A suggestion has been forwarded to Starkville that a quarterly video conference might be helpful if 
both locations are interested.  A positive response would call for both locations to assess the cost and, if affordable, to pursue 
arrangements.  A video conference would make the meetings more accessible to any interested guests in the Starkville area. 
 
Designation of Contribution —At the request of the donor, the remainder of a $5,000 donation was directed to 
·  enable four additional students in Santa Clara to attend school this year (total of 18). 
·  provide a small fund for 50/50 matching of community/family funds to pay minibus fare for inclement weather travel to and from 

school. 
·  purchase books (mostly for kindergarten, plus some for high school) that students will be encouraged to check out and take 

home—ideally, to begin a practice of reading in the families. 
The funds will be administered through the NGO Ministerio Cristiano “OASIS” Juvenil. 
 
New Location for Mission Trip Blog —We are now at HAFMissions.blogspot.com instead of fpcamissiontrips.blogspot.com.  If you go 
the old spot, it will tell you about the new spot.  We won’t put new posts on the old blogspot except for the FPCA Intergenerational 
Mission trip in July, when we will get the postings put on both spots.

Construction Committee Report:  03-13-2009 

 
1. Activities in Honduras  

a. Having received BOD approval, the project to build a cafeteria at the kindergarten in Tierra Blanca was authorized.  This 
project has commenced, I received pictures in mid Feb about half complete. 

b. The home at Santa Clara for Mrs. Amalia--brick work is now complete and ready for tiles.  It has been reported that bad 
weather has prevented firing the kiln to make roof tiles.  This may have also affected the Tierra Blanca job. 

2. Allen Blancett reported that FPC Starkville Mission Committee has agreed to provide $10,000 by May for construction of a 
Kindergarten and Cafeteria in Santa Clara, with any residual funds to be spent on truck tires and maintenance.  With BOD 
approval, committee will proceed to obtain estimates and schedule to provide meaningful work for all summer teams and with an 
eye to complete during last trip, if possible. 

Motion  – HAF build a kindergarten and cafeteria in Santa C lara, project cost to be within the donated funds.  Construction

Medical/ Health Committee Report:  3-14-2009 

 
Provide medical outreach to the community 
·  Doctor Elsa continues to provide services at the Agape clinic and to the diabetic patients. 37 patients were seen in January.  

Statistics are not yet available for February.   
 



·  In February the medical brigade of Dr Elsa, Nurse Edith and Maynor visited the small villages of Banderas (47 patients) and 
Teoxintales (69 patients) and El Pinal (49 patients).  The team gathered data on the health problems of the patients in the 3 
communities visited.  The data was broken down by age group.  The goal is to work on the causals of the health problems. 

 
·  In late March / early April the medical brigade plans to visit the dump via the Luz del Valle School.  Marta Thomsen and George 

Dewhirst have been very helpful in supporting this effort. 
 
Medical brigade strategy for 2009 
·  The team has selected 6 villages to be visited every other month (3/month).  The selection was based on lack of medical care 

available, poor health conditions and the interest of the village leaders to organize and prepare for their visits. .  One of Dr Elsa’s 
goals is to identify those needing more care to ensure follow up on each visit.  The idea is to focus on these villages in such a way 
as to make a difference in their future health.  Additionally we aim to engage villagers in the process. 

 
Plans for Dental Trip 
Please see the attached status of the dental trip. 
 
Medicines 
·  Karen is pursuing leads with various organizations to see if we can obtain medicines at reduced prices.   
 
Biosand Filters / Water testing 
·  We plan to test the water in the 6 villages mentioned above to see if Biosand filters are a good fit..  Allen has obtained water testing 

kits which will be delivered with the March team. 
 
Eye clinics 
·  Based on the work done by the January team we hope to have a preview of the training video at the April meeting. 
 
Prescription pads 
·  Maynor and Dr Elsa have created prescription pads with the Agape logo as another way to recognize that HAF is paying for the 

meds (see attached photo). 
 
Quimistan Hospital 
·  Work continues on the private hospital in Quimistan.  The well was drilled this month.  We’ve just received a list of equipment 

needed for the hospital and plan to launch a vigorous campaign to obtain donations. 
 

Baby Moises 
·  On Monday, March 16 Maynor will accompany Moises’ mother and the child to the hospital to obtain his patient records for Karen’s 

evaluation and recommendation for future action.

Evangelism Nurture Committee Meeting Minutes:  3-4-2009 

 
Meeting Time:  1:00 pm 
Members present:  Karen Livingston, Ed Norton, Beth Purvis 
 
After discussion of responsibilities of and Foundation by-laws provisions for choosing committee chairpersons, Karen stated that she 
would be willing to serve as chair.  By acclamation, it was decided that her name would be submitted to the President for appointment.  
The committee also decided that members would rotate taking minutes. 
 
Committee members then discussed names of persons who might be willing to serve on the committee.  All members were aware of 
persons of talent who might be willing to contribute to the work of the committee on special projects but who may not be able to serve 
as participating members.  The committee agreed that since a large number of members were not needed to carry out regular 
committee functions, that enlarging the committee was not necessary at this time.  The committee will ask for help and participation in 
special projects as needed. 
 
The committee members were not familiar with the brochures brought back from Honduras in January 2009 but agreed that the 
distribution of religious tracts by the Hondurans was an activity that did not require our participation to be successful.  They agreed that 
providing a short description of the Foundation and its purpose, to be available for distribution if requested was the most appropriate 
and cost effective means of providing links to the Foundation.  If the Hondurans need financial assistance in purchasing the tracts they 
distribute, the committee will consider that request.  At its next meeting, the committee will review the draft of a brochure proposed 
during 2008. 
 



In consideration of ideas for events for the summer trips, it was agreed that AP students should be involved in planning some fellowship 
opportunities specifically for the young people.  Activities could include games, sing-alongs, bilingual get-acquainted activities, and light 
refreshments.   Other mission events suggested included outreach to the community near the dump, checking progress of the Justa 
stove and water filtration projects in Santa Clara, and preparing a song/performance for worship.  Team members might become 
familiar with some Spanish language worship music before departure. 
 
The committee decided to schedule its next meeting in mid-April at First Presbyterian Church.  The date and time will be determined 
after the March Board meeting and dental mission trip. 
 
Beth closed the meeting with prayer, and the meeting was adjourned at 2:05.
